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Education Trip to the North 
 

Bunk Beds for Boarders

The heavy morning rains have made the steep slopes below Baan Mae Hoy 
especially slippery but the children swiftly zigzag down the muddy paths in 
their rubber flip flops or bare feet, with great ease.  The children are eagerly 
heading towards their school at Baan Mae Naa Jang Neua.  They have been 
home for the weekend to help their parents in the hillside rice fields, but are 
only too keen to return to school for their lessons and to meet up with their 
friends.  They can cover the 8 kilometre trek in as little as two and a half hours 
if they hurry. 
 
Thanks to the construction of a new boarding house, with funds donated by the 
Hong Kong Ladies Organisation, these hilltribe children are now able to attend 
school regularly.  Almost all the children living in this mountainous area of Mae 
La Noy district in Mae Hong Son Province are Karen and already Thai citizens, 
so they are entitled to an education, health care and other services, but they are 
isolated geographically and socially and it sometimes seems as though they 
have been completely forgotten. Not for them, the computer labs, the libraries, a 
canteen or a dormitory.  The classrooms are bare and empty while those in 
urban areas are fully equipped with modern teaching tools.     Continued on Page 2

The dedicated teachers in the mountains of 
Mae Hong Son are left to depend on donations 
to take care of their students and the hilltribe 
people can’t wait to get their children 
educated, so they do the work themselves.  
Villagers, teachers and students carried out the 
entire construction of the dormitory 
voluntarily, and they are duly proud.  
 
In the case of Baan Mae Naa Jang Neua 
school boarding house which now caters to 
students from satellite villages such as Baan 
Mae Hoy, the committed headmaster, Khruu 
Sayan, is trying to scrape together funds for 
bunk beds, mattresses, blankets, pillows, 
mosquito nets and hopefully lockers for the 
children.  They are presently sleeping on the 
floor, which is manageable at this time of year 
but icy cold during the winter months and 
dangerous to their health.  They store the few 
clothes they have in cardboard boxes and they 
sleep on thin mats, sharing blankets and a few 
mosquito nets. 
 
To have a new dormitory is a wonderful bonus 
for the school and provides access to 
education for the children on the mountains, 
but sleeping on a cold cement floor is not 
going to keep the children there.  At present 
only 8 sets of bunk beds are needed at a mere 
cost of 2,500 Baht each.  Mattresses, blankets 
etc are similarly inexpensive.  The complete 
project, including panels to form a “ceiling” 
and fans for the summer months is a mere 
70,000 Baht (US$2,350 or 1,650 Euros).  But 
if you would like to help, any donation to 
THEP (Thailand Hilltribe Education Projects) 
would be gratefully accepted.  See the back of 
this newsletter for how to donate, but please 
specify that it should be for the THEP 
programme.

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Education Trip to the 
South

From June 8th to 10th, 9 ladies including me 
went on a trip to Chumpon and Prajuab-
keereekhan for the purpose of interviewing 
ISGF education program students.  In fact, we 
had tried to make a trip to the South several 
times before but had to cancel them since the 
storm hit the provinces causing flood. In June, 
we finally made it and had a precious time 
seeing students we support.  
 
Members who joined the trip were: President 
K. Pan, Government liaison K. Supattra, 
Treasurer K. Annie, Chief of Education 
Program K. Dhanistha, Education Program 
Coordinators K. Vicky, K. Bernie and myself. 
Non members who joined our trip were: K. 
Pan’s sister, K. Nora, Bernie’s sister K. 
Sukanya.   
 
On June 8th we left K. Pan’s house at 7:00 am, 
and arrived at Chumpon province around 
12:30 pm. After a nice local lunch, we 
proceeded directly to our hotel. DPW officials 
in Chumpon had arranged for 14 students, 
coming from different schools and areas, to 
meet us at the hotel’s meeting room. The 
meeting room was provided for us on a 
complimentary basis. 
 
K. Supattra, followed by K. Pan, made a 
greeting speech, then all of us helped 
interview the students. 
 
Every student had a story. But there was one 
noteworthy case. There were 4 sisters (two of 
them are twins) from one family. Their mother 
was there, too. The mother has one more 
daughter, so she is raising 5 children by 
herself because her husband died from 
accident. The mother and children are happy 
to receive scholarships from ISGF and the 
children are doing very well at school. It was 

heartwarming to see such a loving family who 
live in a difficult situation.  
 
With a few local DPW officials accompanying 
us while there, they were kind enough to 
recommend a nice restaurant overlooking the 
sea on a beach. After a long day, we finally 
had a chance to relax and enjoy a delicious 
seafood dinner. 
 
Dhanistha interviewed one more female 
student after dinner at the hotel lobby.  
 
On June 9th we left Chumpon at 7:00 am and 
headed to Prajuab-keereekhan. We arrived at 
DPW office at Prajuab-keereekhan around 
9:30am. Two girl students were present.  K. 
Pan and Dhanistha interviewed them.  
 
Afterwards, we had a quick lunch and went on 
to a local school to interview a university 
female student. Her major is nursing.  
We stopped by another school to interview a 
female student. She was trying to 
communicate with me in English. We met this 
student’s older sister at another school. The 
older sister is also good in English and was 
selected as a school representative. 
 
Lastly, we met another female student at a 
Hua Hin school. She wants to be a teacher of 
Thai classical dance. 
 
We appreciate the help of DPW officials who 
coordinated everything and made 
appointments with the students for us.  
 
After finishing with all interviews at different 
schools, it was already evening, and we briefly 
got a chance to walk on Hua Hin beach. After 
checking in at the hotel, we went to a seafood 
restaurant to cheer for the success of the trip. 
 
We are grateful to K. Annie who kindly 
provided us with a van and a driver.  
 
We would also like to thank K. Supattra for 
coordinating with the Department of Public 
Welfare in both provinces and booking the 
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hotels for 2 nights for us with very good rates; 
and K. Dhanistha for organizing the trip.   
 
We haven’t visited provinces in the South for 
many years and realized that interviewing 
students face-to-face is so important and 
promised to go back sometimes in the near 
future. Actually I left Thailand in the next 
week of the trip due to my husband’s transfer 
to Japan. Now a dedicated ISGF member 
Ruby has taken over my work as an education 
coordinator of the South. I really appreciate 
her offer.  
  
Thanks to reliable and good company, I could 
make a long-desired trip to the South just 
before leaving Thailand. I’m proud I played a 
role in helping underprivileged people through 
ISGF activities for three years while I stayed 
in Thailand. I want to take this opportunity to 
say big “Thank you” to all of ISGF members 
and office managers Pui and Pae.   �  
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Why I Volunteer? 
 
This article is written by our departing 
member Flora Tam who had contributed 
greatly to ISGF work. Flora takes this 
opportunity to write about why she and others 
have decided to do volunteer work. 
 
When we talk about the word Volunteer, this 
word suggests someone giving of 
herself/himself, usually time and effort to help 
someone else. This may seem like a chore to 
some or a great sacrifice to others, but for 
these volunteers at ISGF, the rewards are what 
drove them to continue giving and with 
renewed energy each time. Here are some of 
their reasons why: 
 
Khun Pan Bencharit, our ISGF President, 
who has been with ISGF since its inception in 
1988 has this to say: 
 
My family was only a middle class family, but 
my parents had the wisdom to send me to 
Hong Kong for my education.  I can read and 
write Chinese, English, Thai, and speak 4 
Chinese dialects - Mandarin, Fujian, 
Cantonese, and Teochew.  Though my 
husband came from a wealthy family, he 
worked hard to build up his business. I have 2 
capable daughters who are able to take over 
the father’s business successfully. In other 
words, I feel very blessed.  My fortunate 
surroundings made me want to help the less 
fortunate even more. 
 
When you are at my age (68), there is nothing 
(material wise) you want to accumulate 
anymore.  I find that I am now spending less 
money on myself. 
 
I have a soft spot for poor children and stray 
dogs and cats.  I will do whatever I can to 
improve their lives.  For the less fortunate 
children, nothing is better than helping them 
get a good education.   
Since I am retired now and have no 
grandchildren, doing charity work keeps me 
busy and also gives me a sense of purpose. 

 
Vicky Strunk, our ISGF Vice President, puts 
it nicely in 5 simple points: 
 

1. To enable young people to help 
themselves 

2. To help the less unfortunate 
children to have a better future. 

3. To give hope to the hopeless. 
4. To provide direct help to the needy. 
5. To make good use of some of my 

spare time.   

Susan Race, who has volunteered at ISGF 
since 20 years ago and has held many 
positions on the ISGF Steering Committee 
including Secretary and Vice President as well 
as being in charge of our Thailand Hilltribes 
Projects, feels this way: 
 
My reason for doing charity work in Thailand 
is because I had time to do it. I could see that 
there were many people in this country who 
had not been given the opportunities that I was 
lucky enough to have had and there was a lot 
of injustice and discrimination, particularly in 
the hill tribe communities. By helping hilltribe 
children get better educational opportunities, I 
hope I am giving them the ability to narrow 
the gap. 
  
In 1991 I was already involved with helping 
the hilltribe schools in Mae Hong Son. I also 
ran a publishing company and all our profits 
were used to promote hilltribe education. The 
president of ISGF at that time was a Dutch 
woman, Hetty Franklin. She asked me to 
publish the ISGF newsletter and I became a 
member and produced the newsletter on the 
understanding that the payment for each issue 
(14,000 Baht) would be put into an ISGF 
account for THEP (Thailand Hilltribe 
Education Projects). The money was used for 
such projects as school lunch programmes, 
water supply systems and so on. I gradually 
became more involved with ISGF and over the 
years have served in various positions on the 
Committee. ISGF has helped me raise money 
for bigger projects such as canteens and 
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boarding houses. I believe that ISGF is 
genuinely helping the underprivileged in 
Thailand. 
 
Khun Dhanistha Wongapichart, another 
long term volunteer since 1998 is currently in 
charge of ISGF’s Education Project. She is 
also a member of the Steering Committee and 
shares this with us:  
 
When I first started to volunteer, I specifically 
asked to help in the ISGF Education Project as 
I felt that Thailand is still far behind other 
countries regarding the educational needs of 
our children. I feel strongly that education has 
an immense impact on society. The poor does 
not understand the significance of education 
for their children when their immediate need is 
to have their family fed on a daily basis. Many 
therefore also exploit their children to help 
them earn money on the streets, be it helping 
them sell something or begging rather than put 
them in schools. Thus, if we can alleviate their 
financial burden by supporting their children 
with some kind of scholarship, the children 
will have an opportunity to go to school for at 
least a basic education.  
 
We hope that this will make them to be 
independent and not be a burden to society. 
They also can in turn help to look after their 
family.  
 
Another reason for me to volunteer in 
Education Project is that I want to see the 
children in our Thai society think in a rational 
way and not act rashly in situations that will 
harm the community.  
 
Last but not least, I feel overwhelmed with joy 
and pride when I see the students we support 
eventually graduate and are able to obtain 
good jobs and are now able to contribute to the 
nation.  
 
From a more philosophical standpoint, I 
believe education is necessary for the 
economic and social development of our 
nation. 
 

Khun Bernie Wipuchanin, although one of 
our newer volunteers in the last 2 years or so, 
is already like a veteran at ISGF having helped 
in so many projects. She is currently an 
Education Coordinator. She also handles the 
production of our ISGF Newsletter as well as 
updating our ISGF Website. This is how she 
feels: 
    
After working so many years to earn money 
for myself, it is time to give back to society, 
especially the underprivileged people of 
Thailand. 
 
 ISGF is a small foundation, with friendly and 
hardworking people. It is a good place to get 
to know dedicated individuals. 
 
I find sharing various activities with ISGF 
people rewarding, and meaningful, while 
gaining new friendships at the same time. 
It's a place where people with different 
expertise come together and use their 
experiences and knowledge to help with ISGF 
work. We are all a great combination of talents 
and we complement each other.  
 
When visiting students, you realize what you 
do actually make a difference in someone's 
life. It motivates you to continue the work. 
 
Flora Tam. Having volunteered at ISGF since 
2002, it has been 9 years of excitement, joy, 
pleasure, fatigue, stress, energy, joy and 
pleasure all over again. As an expatriate 
volunteering at ISGF, I have seen other 
expatriate volunteers come and go, leaving the 
long term volunteers to start training people 
over and over again each year.  My hats off to 
these volunteers who are so dedicated and 
committed. If fatigue and stress could get 
these people down, ISGF would have shut 
down long time ago. Although now, it’s also 
my time to leave Thailand, ISGF and its work 
will always remain a part of me. 
 
When I first volunteered, I had no idea what 
was in store, and soon I realised that if you 
have a compassionate heart, a little time on 
your hands to spare, you are good to go. Doing 
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volunteer work was not difficult at all, not 
when there are so many people who 
understand and can help. 
  
My passion to volunteer in Thailand stamped 
from the fact that I was too caught up in the 
corporate world back in Singapore and 
although at the back of my mind, I wish I 
could do some volunteer work, it just didn’t 
seem feasible in a country where a dual 
income family is the norm. Having to relocate 
to Thailand because of my husband’s posting 
here opens the doors of volunteer work for me, 
and I have never regretted it. 
 
My most logical reason for volunteering as an 
Education Coordinator when I first came was 
simply to be able to help break the poverty 
cycle that will continue to plague the poor if 
nothing is done for them.  Now I am leaving 
as the ex-secretary to the Steering Committee 
and I strongly encourage people to consider 
this volunteer work. 
       
Therefore, to all who have those nagging 
doubts before, I hope what some of the 
members have shared here will encourage you 
to volunteer. So, what are you waiting for? If 
you need some push, I will have this to say:

Time passes like a flash from childhood to adulthood.  
 
It has been almost 23 years since I was born. Time has passed so quickly to my 
disbelief, and now I have come to realize my own sense of adulthood. But no matter 
how much time has gone by, I still remember clearly the story of my past.  
 
My name is Pimpaka Aomaree; my mother calls me “Puk,” a short form of “Pukkapow” (meaning 
“globefish” in Thai). She told me the fish is equipped with spikes to protect itself from the outside world. I 
was born on the 2nd of April 1988 to a small, and impoverish family. Despite circumstances, my parents, 
brother, and I lived together happily until my father passed away. My aunt, who owns a small shop in the 
market, had to take me in, in spite of her own poverty and the amount of people already dependent upon her 
for support. I went to a temple school next to her house with the tuition I received from scholarship.  I have 
always been focused on my studies and make good enough grades for the scholarship. After school, I would 
go help my aunt at the market and then at the house to repay her for her kindness. My grades have always 
been outstanding from secondary school to university, earning me the scholarship (as well as a loan taken out 
for schooling fees and living expenses) throughout. However, university expenses amounted to quite a large 
sum of money, and my part-time work did not suffice to cover the whole amount. Without the scholarship, I 
may never get the chance of an education. I am very proud of myself for remaining focused and determined to 
strive forward in my educational pursuit. I wanted to study as much as I could, and get to the highest level 
that I could.  
 
Personally I am a cheerful, simple person who sometimes takes things too seriously. I excel in the art of Thai 
dancing and enjoy learning about Thai history. My strongest interest is in health, which was why I decided to 
pursue a major in health education at Chiang Mai University. I wanted to build good mental and physical 
health for myself, and believed that I would also be able to influence others’ health as well. One of the basis of 
happiness comes from having good health. 
 
Entering university, I felt myself growing up as my responsibilities increased—planning my studies, planning 
my personal and social life, as well as university activities. Living in the university environment required good 
personal finance, as there are a lot of expenses, such as document fees, seminar, activities, etc. I always 
reminded myself to be responsible and worked to improve in areas where I still lacked. Remember the 
opportunities handed to me always helped me overcome any obstacle.  
“Where there’s a will, there’s a way”. This saying echoed in my head throughout my university career. I 
promised myself that with the opportunities in my hands, I must do my best in school. Until today, I have done 
my duty without falling short; I went to every class and reviewed every lesson. Without forgetting to give back, 
I participated in many social causes.
